Clothing

Winter boots are required for this event.   


Sneakers will not be permitted!!!!  

Any Scout wearing sneakers will not be allowed to take part in the Klondike.

Wool, synthetic, or other socks designed for winter.  

No cotton socks.  Cotton gets wet and stays wet and can ruin a Scout’s day.  

Sock liners are suggested as well.

Winter coats, rain gear, long underwear (unless really warm), layers.  

Proper winter clothing is required.  Avoid jeans and cotton sweats.

Winter hats and gloves.  Hand and foot warmers.

All Scouters should be on the lookout for signs of pending frostbite and hypothermia. 
If signs appear, take action immediately.  If you are not sure then ask for a second opinion.
